The margins are 30 mm from each side of the page and the main font is Times New Roman. The title is in bold face and 14 pt size. The font size for author names and addresses is 12 pt. The author names are in bold face and their addresses are in italic face. The font size for main text is 11 pt, using single line spacing. The font size for figure captions, tables, and list of references is 10 pt. The graphics must be in print quality (at least 300 dpi). This template already follows the above conventions, so there should be any need for formatting.
The use of grayscale graphics is kindly encouraged (see Figure 1).

There won’t be any editing done on the abstract by the Organizing Committee. It is the author’s responsibility to submit a correct abstract. Errors in spelling, grammar or scientific facts will be faithfully reproduced as submitted by the author(s).

The abstract will be reviewed by the Scientific Committee. The decision about the acceptance will be sent to e-mail of the submitting author within one month after the final submission deadline. The abstract will not be included in the Scientific Programme and printed in the “Book of Abstracts” unless the registration fee of the presenting author is received for date indicated by the deadlines.
